Interagency Competition rules

Who is Eligible to Compete?


Only agency employees may register as an agency runner.  You must be employed by the agency.  Officers, staff, and personnel are all permitted, but you may not go outside the agency for your runners.

How do you Register your Runners?


Runners register by filling out the registration form.  However, to be designated as a competing agency runner, the runner must fill in the space titled “Special Considerations” with this phrase:

“Runner #1 (or 2 or 3) For ______________” (agency, ex: Cameron County Sheriff’s Department). 


Again, to compete on behalf of your agency, you must fill in the “Special Considerations” blank on the registration form with the phrase, “Runner # ___ for Agency ________.”  

What Do We Win?


The DA’s Sword and Shield will provide the winning agency with a Trophy.  This trophy will be engraved with your agency name.  It will be yours to display for the entire year until next year’s race.  If the trophy is won by another agency, a representative from last year’s winning agency must present the trophy to the new winner. 

Who Wins?


All runners who designated they were running on behalf of an agency will compete against each other for the agency title trophy.  You are still eligible to win overall for first male, first female to cross the line.  However, for the agency prize you compete only against other designated agency runners.  The first designated agency runner to cross the finish line wins the trophy for his or her agency.
